The trainings that we can offer you will give your staff practical strategies for a school setting.  They will be able to recognize potential domestic/family violence issues and be proactive. 
Option 1 
“Helping Child Victims of Family Violence:  Implications for School Personnel”         

 (75-90 minutes)  This entire staff workshop includes:
· National/local statistics

· Dynamics of domestic violence
· Effects of domestic/family violence on children

· Strategies for the school and classroom

Option 2  
“NYS Domestic/Family Policy Model:  Recommendations for Public Schools”
(50-90 minutes)  RJI will facilitate a systems analysis with your school team.  The school team i.e. administrative team, student support team, crisis management team, etc and includes:
· Review of current local policy, practice, and guidelines
· Review a NYS recommended domestic policy model for education

Follow-up sessions are determined by the participants to identify specific issues/systems that need further study.  RJI staff members are available to assist teams develop action plans with tangible results related to school safety.
Option 3 
“Teen Dating Relationships: A Look at Dating Violence vs. Healthy Relationships” 
(2 sessions lasting 40-50 minutes) This presentation is designed for middle and/or high school students to explore the issues of healthy teen dating.  The behaviors of domestic violence/teen dating violence will be discussed in relation to a healthy teen dating relationship.
Option 4

“Healthy Teen Relationships: How do I recognize It?  What if it isn’t?  What can I do?”


(90-120 minutes) This presentation is designed for middle and high school staff to explore the correlation between domestic violence and teen (dating violence) relationships as well as identify healthy teen relationship behaviors.  Teen behaviors will be discussed “in their own language” that illustrate observable behaviors that may signal a “deal or no deal” in the relationship.  Strategies and interventions are given for immediate use in a school setting.
